








Currently the GV Centre supports twenty five people with
disabilities in five community residential units. The GV Centre’s
residential service will soon be expanding after we were
successful in obtaining funding through the My Future My
Choice initiative to build a new facility. My Future My Choice
is a Commonwealth-State government initiative that aims
to provide better living options for younger people with a
disability living in, or at risk of entry to residential aged care.

GV Centre has formed a partnership with GV Health to provide
flexible support to clients with high medical support needs. The
six bed facility will feature active nights, onsite nursing, health
